If suitable arrangements cannot be made at a particular centre, the
students concerned will be informed well in advance and will be required to sit their examinations at
the closest approved centre.

Unisa will not cover the cost related to the tuning of the piano or venue hire where a special centre
(Practical and /or Theory) must remain open and these costs will be for the students’ own account.

Jazz Practical and Keyboard Examinations, and Performance Level Assessments will be offered in the
August-October session in Pretoria, Johannesburg, Bloemfontein, Parow, Port Elizabeth and Durban
only.

The Performer’s Assessment may be conducted at any existing practical centre.
Ensure that the correct examination codes are used on the entry form.
Please feel free to request that we open a new centre, should you have the required number of

students who wish to register at the proposed centre or if the minimum requirement of 6.5 hours of
examining can be met for the Practical examinations.
